In the interwar period the Polish ski jumpers participated in
four Winter Olympics, which were held successively in the following
places: in Chamonix'1924r., In St. Moritz'1928r., In Lake
Placid'1932r. And in Garmisch Partenkirchen'1936r. This article is a
continuation of portraying the participation of Polish ski jumpers in
the interwar Winter Olympics. The study is part of a larger whole,
which is the result of the analysis of source materials available on the
apparitions issues.

INTRODUCTION

Skiing, and within its framework ski jumping, was that kind of a discipline, that met the
expectations of the authorities concerning the improvement of the physical condition of the
polish society. Hence, in comparison to many other sports, skiing in years 1927-1939 in the
activities of the State Office of Physical Education and Military, was priviliged and financially
supported, what had a positive influence on its dynamic development and numerous
international successes.

The article is a historical sketch, showing the participation of polish representation in
ski jumping in mentioned 1% Winter Olympics, which were conducted in Chamonix between
25" February and 5™ March in 1924,

Elaboration is a part of a greater whole, which arised from the analysis of materials,
such as documents, bylaws and resolutions, published in the interwar newspapers fulfilling
the functions of the Polish Ski Association press, including Informacyjny Kalendarz
Narciarski, Krakow 1929; Informacyjny Kalendarz Narciarski, Krakéw 1934; Informacyjny
Kalendarz Narciarski, Krakow 1935; Informacyjny Kalendarz Narciarski, Krakéw 1938;

First Winter Olympic Games in Chamonix were held from 25" January till 5" February
in 1924. 18 representants took part in the competition for medals. Franciszek Bujak and
Andrzej Krzeptowski were members of the olympic ski jumping representation, and in the
other ski disciplines took part: Chrobak, Daniec, Kadziotka, Szczepan Witkowski, Zbigniew
Woycicki i Elzbieta Zietkiewicz. The olympians, after the meeting in Polish Ski Association
in Cracow, left 8hours later then they were supposed to, what resulted with the absence at the
opening ceremony and on their behald Kazimierz Smogorzewski took part in it.

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The opening ceremony of the Olympics in Chamonix, which took place on 25th
January 1924,was conducted by the Secretary of State of the French government - Vidal.

The ski jumping competition was held in two competitions, one in the context of the
nordic combined and second for the jumpers only. Patronage of the competition held the
International Olympic Committee (IOC). In the ski jumping, Poland was only represented by
A. Krzeptowski, who with his score of 33 m took 21 place in the competition. The results in
the Polish press, were rated as a failure. Activists and players explained, not without reason,
that the poor results were due to the lack of training on ski jumps, on which they jumped more

After completing individual ski jumping competition, in jJumping out of competition,
from the extended 25 m distance run, results were as follows:
1) Thams Norway, score 58,5 m,4,5 m better than world record,
2-3) Bonna Norway, score 57,5 m also better than world record,
2-3) Stromstadt Norway,  score 51,5 m and 57,5 m also better than world record*.
